Discussion/Informational Items
A. Bus Transportation for 2010/11.    Charlie Leo reported that 95 students use bus transportation out of the entire school at a cost of approximately $1,500 per student.  NCS will have to decrease another $400,000 in additional budget cuts for the 2010/11 school year.  Charlie handed out information from previous board meetings on bus transportation.  NUSD has cut all transportation for the next school year except Special Ed.  Charlie has met with NUSD to discuss a transportation fee reduction and is waiting for their offer.  Bruce Roberts stated that only 15% of transportation costs are reimbursed by the State.   Charlie stated that bus transportation costs NCS approximately $150,000 per year.  If bus transportation is eliminated, that would be half of the reductions required for next year.  A PFAA parent has been in charge of creating carpools this year.  Ed suggested that parents who carpool could earn parent hours.  Charlie stated the February 2010 board agenda will list bus transportation as an action item.
